Reading at Guston
We are very excited to announce that we will
be launching ‘Accelerated Reader’ to support
reading from Y2 to Y6.

It has been a significant investment and will
aim to support learners ability to read
appropriately pitched texts and develop their comprehension of
them.

Children will start with a simple Star assessment which enables
the correct reading range (ZPD) to be identified and then they
will complete online quizzes at the end of each book to ensure
they understand what they are reading. Individualised targets
will be generated from their quiz results which will feed into
everyday lessons.

It is a well recognised resource with proven results of not only
improving reading ability, but increasing pupils enjoyment of
reading overall.

Also, in YR and Y1 we will no longer be following the
traditional reading scheme, instead we will be moving towards
providing decodable books matched to sounds the children

know.
